An emotion-
ally safe environment was created where the studentelt accepted and were
able to take important growth steps such as workintpgether as a team,
taking risks, and responding to both physical andmetional challenges.

According to seventh grade teacher, Lisa K8€hr week at Camp Greenville was
truly amazing. The seventh graders were challengaéntally and physically with
activities such as the High Ropes Course, ClimMell, and a hike to Rainbow Falls.
