Dear SHCS Parents:

Every year, as we prepare for Lent, I ask my own children what they plan to do 
for their Lenten promise.  Inevitably, our discussion centers around the things 
that we are going to give up such as; sweet tea, Nintendo games, chocolate, and 
other such things.  I try to bring the focus back on our actions and the reasons we 
make Lenten promises.  This also forces me to look at my own actions and I am 
reminded of the saying, ªChildren do what we do rather than what we sayº.  So, 
every Lent is a new opportunity to try to teach my children, and myself, how to 
become less self-absorbed.  One of the favorite things we have done throughout 
the years is to place the rice bowl on the table and have a simple Haitian meal to 
remind us that there are people who go to bed hungry every night.  I hope that 
each of you will participate with some Lenten actions that may become traditions 
in your own home in order to continue to help educate our children about the 
social teachings of the church.   

On another note, I would like to encourage all of our families to attend the 
ordination of Bishop-elect Richard Stika on March 19.  This will be a historical 
and blessed occasion for the Diocese of Knoxville and a wonderful opportunity 
for our children to witness.

 Finally, I want to remind you that the Iowa Test of Basic Achievement will be 
conducted March 16 to March 25.  Please make sure your children are in school 
and on time to take these tests.  If the children are late, we will not be interrupt-
ing the class during the testing time.  Therefore, your son or daughter, will miss 
that test and we cannot promise that we will be able to make it up with them.  
Between now and then, I would encourage reading with and to your child each 
evening as well as practicing mathematical facts such as subtraction, addition, 
multiplication and division.  

Thank you, for your cooperation, and I pray that you continue to have a prayer-
ful Lent.
