
   

From the Principal...
Dear SHCS Parents:

  In the words of Pope John Paul II, ªthe season of Lent keeps inviting us, 
in a pressing way, to meditate on this great truth: love is of God. This is a living, 
present reality that we should never forgetº. 

 This week I have been reading to our students at all grade levels and talk-
ing to them about their own Lenten promises. I am encouraging each of them 
to make another Lenten promise regarding respect for others through courteous 
behavior. In January, I had given the faculty an article to read for our discussion 
entitled ªCivilityº. The brief article points out that ªa binding virtue for Christian 
communities and for civil society is civility. Civility is a key dimension of personal 
Christian character and of Christian communities. We treat others civilly because 
we respect them. Each person is made in God's imageº. Our role as educators and 
parents is to model Christian civility for our students and children and to teach 
them through our actions that respect is about recognizing Christ in each other. 
Consideration of others is basic to Jesus' Golden Rule, ªDo unto others as you 
would have them do unto youº. 

 The messages that our children often receive from our culture at large 
do not always testify to building each other up through love and kindness. Con-
sider a moment, many of the popular children's television shows that encourage 
name-calling and disrespect to elders or disobedience by glorifying this behavior 
through comedy. It is no wonder that when students are disciplined for some of 
these same behaviors such as `name calling' that they usually comment that they 
were just kidding or joking. 

 I have asked the students, teachers, and all staff members to really focus on 
remembering their manners. So, I hope that you will notice our children working 
on appropriate hallway etiquette, courteous and respectful greetings and respons-
es, and participating in simple acts of kindness. I have also told them that they 
will have to help us, the adults, because it is harder for us to change habits than 
it is for them. Psychologists tell us that it takes twenty-one days consecutive days 
to change a habit or start a new one. As I have told the students, Lent provides 
us with forty days to make proper manners and civil behavior a 
part of our good habits.

GO GREEN UPDATE

A $GREEN$ Opportunity in Trash:
By now, I'm sure you have heard that Sacred Heart's Recycling Initiative has saved our 
school money  with more recycling and less trash overall.  But did you know that one 
company, Terracycle, is paying us for our trash? The second grade Brownie troop, led by 
Jill Knight and Lisa Padgett, has started a drink pouch brigade.  In a beautifully decorated 
container placed in the cafeteria, the troop collects used Capri Suns and Honest Kids Tea 
pouches, sends them into Terracycle and in turn receives $.02 per pouch towards Sacred 
Heart.  Teracycle then converts or ªupcyclesº these pouches into new products such as 
pencil cases, backpacks, bows and even an evening gown.  These are not ªrecycledº prod-
ucts, but ªupcycledº products, where you still see the full Capri Sun pouch on the pencil 
case.  Terracycle's original product, plant fertilizer, is made using worms to ªprocessº food 
waste, turning it into fertilizer.  While this is not a new concept, the fact that they pack-
aged this into cleaned out used plastic soda bottles so that their product was made from 
100% trash is truly innovative.  While our school may never get rich on $.02 per pouch, 
this innovative way to make products speaks to our children's future, where trash might not 
be seen as something to rid ourselves of, but instead a valuable resource for production.  

Sacred Heart Go Green Spotlight:   Rhae Nell Poteet and the Sixth Grade Green Team

Sixth grade teacher, Rhae Nell Poteet 
has always been an advocate of recy-
cling.  Last year she engaged her students 

in a recycling contest.  This year she has volunteered to lead 8 students in manag-
ing the entire school and parish's recycling program!  Each Monday, her students circle 
the school emptying out each room's recyclables into several 65 gallon recycling tot-
ers.  Then they wheel these out to the front of the school for pick up by Waste Connec-
tions.  The following day they wheel these emptied toters back to locations throughout 
the school for another week's collection.  With a focused dedication and a coordinated 
approach they complete the entire recycling process in about 15 minutes. The stu-
dents have each volunteered to do this and will receive ªservice hoursº for their help.  
Early reviews have been extremely positive as reflected in praise by two teachers:

COUNSELOR'S CORNER
Recently, my wife and I found some research on how parents can impact their child's 
success in school. Since our five year old enjoys school and she feels she knows more 
than us, we felt a need to arm ourselves with as much information as possible before 
she starts kindergarten next year. Here are some of the results.

Make sure your kids are getting enough sleep
Amount of sleep ± 3 year-olds typically require 12 hours (including a nap), 10 year-
olds generally need about 10 hours and teenagers should have 9 hours.  In one study, 
researchers found that missing just one hour of sleep can be enough to reduce a child's 
cognitive abilities by almost two years the next day. Another source cited 62% of kids 
that own a cell phone use it after the lights go out and their parents are not aware. 
Another theory I read is flashing images affect REM, so be sure to turn off the com-
puter and television at least thirty minutes prior to bedtime. I feel the best technique 
for encouraging a good night sleep for your kids is to implement a nightly routine and 
make sure their bedroom is conducive to falling asleep.

Applaud their efforts the right way
Columbia University researchers found that how we praise our kids' schoolwork can 
actually enhance or impede their achievement. Their suggestion is to place an emphasis 
on how hard they are working and this will encourage persistence and sustain motiva-
tion. The findings are that kids who are praised for their persistence are more likely to 
blame any failure they have on not trying hard enough, rather than on a lack of ability. 
Keep in mind that the grade is not what motivates top students to succeed-it's their 
drive for learning.

Pay attention to their peers
Peer pressure can have both positive and negative consequences on your child's educa-
tion. If your child chooses friends who believe that education is important, chances are 
they will adopt those attitudes and put more emphasis into hitting the books harder 
and focusing more in class. An Ohio State University study found that kids are more 
likely to have friends with future college plans if they have a warm, positive relation-
ship with their parents. So cultivate that kind of parenting style and you can help your 
child make the right friendship decisions.   

Make family meals a must
Another Columbia University study showed that kids whose families eat regular, re-
laxed meals together are not only less likely to abuse drugs and alcohol and develop eat-
ing disorders-they are also more likely to achieve higher grades. If different schedules 
are a barrier to family dinners, try an evening family snack time where everyone can 
review their days with each other before bedtime. 

Squelch the stress at home
Research shows that the conflict kids face at home spills over into their school life and 
impedes their learning. In fact, family-induced stress can affect kids' learning and be-
havior for up to two days following an incident. Try to make your home a stress-free 
zone and find ways to de-stress with your kids ± exercise, read together or have a family 
movie night. Once you learn how to tune into your child's stress signs, you will be able 
to recognize when they are on overload and you can help them decompress.

be allocated 10% of funds 
available. Late applicants 
automatically receive a 
lesser amount of assis-
tance and will be notified 
of the amount of supple-
mental tuition assistance 
for the  2010-11 school 
year by July 1,  2010 .
The remaining 10% of 
funds available are al-
located to families that 
move into the Knoxville 
area after the May  7,  
2010  deadline or that 
experience special circum-
stances, as determined 
by their Pastor, during 
the  2010-11 School Year.
